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Patti’s School has started the new school year back at  House 

of Hope.  Every square inch of floor space is taken up by 

school children.  Attendance has been able to grown to over 75 

children. Patti’s School exists to serve the children of House of 

Hope and as a ministry to our neighborhood.  Many of our 

children have parents who make a sacrifice to send their 

children to school.  At Patti’s School they receive a Christian 

based education taught by qualified teachers.

A nutritious snack is provided daily for the children.  Over 

$200US  is spent monthly to make sure each child is fed so 

they will be able to concentrate on learning.  Many of the 

children come to school hungry because their parents can not 

afford to feed them regularly.  Parents pay only a very small 

tuition, mainly to give them a role in their children’s education 

and to provide ownership.  The fees are not sufficient to pay 

for teachers salaries, snacks and educational materials.  We 

seek to honor God and trust Him to provide for our needs.

How can you help?  We do not have enough money to pay for 

teachers’ salaries and snacks.  Please pray for the children we 

serve and the Christian education that we provide.  Send what 

you would spend on a meal at McDonalds ($6-$10) in October.  

$5 will feed two children snacks for a month.

A new school year is under way!

Patti’s School first floor roof
The original plan was to have Patti’s School under roof by the start of the school year.  Unfortunately, we were not able to 

get an accurate picture of the costs or of the design details to justify proceeding.  God’s timing is always the right timing.  In 

the midst of our frustrations, Troy Weidner from Stillwater (PA) Christian Church came to the rescue!  Troy, who has his 

own construction business in the U.S. and is experienced with masonry construction, traveled to Haiti in September to assess 

the project.  He reviewed Haitian design standards and obtained detailed information on material and labor costs, using his 

bid sheets to determine a total cost.  The information was cross-checked by a second contractor for accuracy and 

completeness.  The conclusion was that the building fund was $6000 short of what was required to complete the roof project.  

The goal is to have sufficient funds by January 2010 to complete the project.  Troy is planning a January trip to supervise the 

project.  We are also blessed by Kyle Wilkinson from New Heights Christian Church in Bridgeton, MO.  Kyle, also a 

contractor experienced with masonry, will work with Troy to supervise completion of the project.
